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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

& Precautions to avoid exposure to excessive microwave energy

« Do not attempt to operate the microwave oven with the door open since this
can result in harmful exposure to microwave energy. It is forbidden to break or
tamper with the safety interlocks.

+ Do not place foreign objects between the oven front face and the door or allow
dirt to accumulate on sealing surfaces.

« If the door or door seals are damaged, the oven should not be operated until it
has been repaired by a competentperson.

« It is very hazardous to remove the oven cover which gives protection against
exposure to microwave energy. The oven should not be maintained or repaired
with the cover removal by anyone except properly qualified service personnel.

& Important safety instructions:

+ WARNING! This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years
and above and persons with reduced physical, sensory or mental ca-
pabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if they have been given
supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way
and understand the hazards involved. Children should not play with the
appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance should not be made by chil-
dren under 8 years. Cleaning is allowed to be made by older children with
supervision.

+ WARNING! Children are allowed to use the oven without supervision only
when adequate instructions have been given so that the child is able to use the
oven in a safe way and understands the hazards of improper use.

+ This appliance is not intended for use by persons (includingchildren) with re-
duced physical, sensory or mental capabilities,or lack of experience and knowl-
edge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of
the appliance by a person responsible for the safety.

+ Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appli-
ance. Children should not be left without supervision near the appliance.

» Make sure the voltage in your residential area complies with the voltage indi-
cated on the appliance’s rating plate. Wall outlet should be properly grounded.

* Do not use the empty oven, as it can result in its damage.

+ Do not use the oven without glass tray. Make sure it is properly installed on the
turntable.

+ Use only microwave-safe utensils.
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+ Before using the oven for the first time, place a container of water in it and heat
it for 10 minutes.

+ Watch the oven when heating food in a plastic or paper container as it could
flame. Remove twisted wire from paper or plastic bags.

+ The microwave oven is intended for heating food and beverages. Drying and
heating of non-food items may lead to ignition or fire.

* Do not overheat food.

+ If smoke is observed, switch off or unplug the appliance and keep the door
closed in order to stifle the flame.

+ WARNING! Heating of beverages in the oven can result in delayed eruptive
boiling, therefore care should be taken when handling such containers.

1. Liquids and other food products should not be heated in an airtight container
as it may explode. Baby bottles with a screw cap or soother are considered
airtight.

2. Use a wide-mouthed container to prepare liquid, prepared liquid should not
be removed immediately. Wait a few seconds before removal to avoid possible
hazards caused by delayed eruptive boiling of liquids.

3. The contents of baby bottles and baby food jars shouldbe stirred or shaken
and the temperature should be checked before consumption in order to avoid
burns.

+ Eggs in their shell and whole hard-boiled eggs should not beheated in micro-
wave ovens since they may explode, even after microwave heating has ended.

+ Potatoes, sausages and chestnuts should be peeled or punctured before
cooking.

+ Utensils can become very hot after cooking. Use gloves to take out food and
direct steam away from face and hands to avoid burns caused by steam.

+ Lift the far edge of the lid or polyethylene film and open the popcorn and cook-
ing bags away from your face.

* The oven should be cleaned regularly and any food deposits should be removed.

+ Do not use abrasive cleaners, chemicals or sharp metal scrapers to clean the
oven glass door, as this can scratch or crack the glass.

+ Failure to maintain the oven in a clean condition could lead to deterioration
of the surface that could adversely affect the life of the appliance and possibly
result in a hazardous situation.

* To prevent damage to the turntable:
1. Allow the turntable to cool before cleaning.
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2. Do not place hot food or utensils on the cold turntable.
3. Do not place frozen food or utensils on the hot turntable.
+ Do not store food or other items inside the oven.

+ This appliance is intended to be used in household only and for similar pur-
poses such as:

- kitchen facilities for staff in shops, offices and other working environments;
- in hotels, motels and other residential environments;

+ The appliance is not intended for installing in road vehicles,caravans and sim-
ilar vehicles.

+ This appliance is not intended for use at public catering enterprises.

« To avoid hazardous situations, replacement of a damaged power cord should be
performed by the manufacturer, service representative or other qualified person.

* The appliance should not be cleaned with a water jet.
* The use of steam cleaners is not allowed.

« To ensure easy access to the oven chamber and control area, the oven should
be installed in the correct position at the proper height.

« If the oven generates a strange noise, burning smell or smoke, unplug the
power plug immediately and contact the nearest service center.

* The oven should be installed in such a way to ensure easy access to the power
plug.

» The microwave oven should not be placed in cabinets. Do not remove the legs
of the microwave oven. Do not obstruct air vents.

A CAUTION! HOT SURFACE

* The appliance and its parts may become very hot when using Be careful and
avoid touching heating elements. Children under 8 years should not be left with-
out supervision near the appliance.

INSTALLATION

* Remove all packing materials. Before use remove any protective film on the
oven, if any. Examine the oven for any damage thoroughly. If you find any dam-
age, notify the dealer immediately or send the appliance to the manufacturer’s
service center.

« Install the appliance on a solid, level, horizontal and heat-resistant base with
adequate load-bearing capacity for the oven and for the heaviest utensil that is
expected to be used.
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+ Do not install the oven in hot, wet or humid surroundings or near flammable
materials.

* To secure room for ventilation, the distancefrom the rear wall of the oven to the
wall at least 10 cm, from the side wall to the wall - at least 5 cm, and the distance
from above should be at least 20 cm.

* Place the oven far away from TV, radio or antenna, as it may cause interfer-
ence to the signal.

* The outlet should be easily accessible so that the electrical cable can be easily
pulled out of the outlet, if necessary.

» The microwave oven should be operated with the door closed.
* The appliance is not intended to be built into a wall or cabinet.

+ As production residuals or oil remain on the oven cavity or on the heating
element, the smell or even smoke can occur. This is normal case and it will
not occur after several times of use, keep the door or window open to ensure
sufficient ventilation. Therefore, it is highly recommended to place a cup of
water on the turntable, set the oven to high power and use it for several times.

RADIO INTERFERENCE

Operation of the microwave oven may cause interference to your radio, TV or
similar equipment When there is interference, it may be reduced or eliminated
by taking the following measures:

1. Clean the door and sealing surface of the oven.

2. Reorient the receiving antenna of radio or television.

3. Relocate the microwave oven with respect to the receiver.
4. Move the microwave oven away from the receiver.

5. Plug the microwave oven into a different outlet so that microwave oven and
receiver are on different branch circuits.

APPLIANCE DESCRIPTION

The glass tray is located on the shaft; The motor underneath rotates the turn-
table.

Food products are placed on the glass tray, it rotates during operation helping
to cook food uniformly.

- Install the roller ring first

OPERATION

1) Plug in the cord

- Before plugging in the cord, make sure the timer is set to «0»
- Do not obstruct vents

2) Place food on the glass turntable and close the door

- Food products should be in utensils

3) Select the required power level

4) Set the timer

If the desired time is less than 10 minutes, turn the timer knob to more than 10
minutes and then return to the required time setting.

5) When the required time is set, food cook starts. If a pause is required, just
open the door at any time and close it to resume the operation.

When the cooking time is over, the microwave oven beeps, the inner lamp
switches off automatically

If food is being removed before the time is up, make sure the timer is set to the
«0» position to avoid operation of the microwave oven being empty.
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UTENSILS GUIDE

Use only microwave-safe utensils. Metallic containers for food and beverages
are not allowed during microwave cooking, since microwave radiation cannot
penetrate metal. This requirement does not apply if the manufacturer specifies
the size and shape of microwave-safe metal containers.

It is recommended to use round/oval plates rather than square /oval plates, as
food in the corners tends to be overcooked.

The following table is a general guide to help you choose the suitable utensils:

COOKING GUIDE

The following factors can influence the cooking result:
Arrangement

Place the thicker parts towards the outside of the dish, the thinner parts - to-
wards the center, and spread them evenly. Do not overlay products, if possible.

Cooking time

Start cooking with a short time, evaluate the readiness when the time is up and
extend it according to your actual need. Smoke and burns can occur during
cooking.
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Cook food evenly

Such food as chicken, hamburger or steak should be overturned at least once
during cooking.

Depending on the type of food, stir it once or twice during cooking, starting from
the edges towards the center of the dish, if applicable.

Allow it to cool

After finishing cooking, leave the food in the oven for a sufficient period of time
to complete the cooking cycle and cool gradually.

Whether the meal is ready

Color and firmness of food help determine whether it is cooked, including:

- Steam out of all parts of the food, not just on the edges.

- Poultry bones are easy to remove.

- Pork or poultry do not have blood.

- Fish is dense and easy to chop with a fork.

Frying plate

When using a frying plate or self-heating container, always place a heat-resist-

ant insulator, such as a porcelain plate, underneath to prevent damage to the
turntable and roller ring.

Microwave-safe plastic wrap

When cooking high-fat food, do not allow plastic wrap to come into contact with
food, as it may melt.

Utensils for the microwave oven

Some microwave-safe plastic utensils may not be suitable for cooking food that
is rich in fat and sugar. Also, it is forbidden to exceed the preheating time spec-
ified in the instruction manual.

DEFROSTING GUIDE

+ During defrosting microwaves penetrate to a depth of 4 cm. Overturn large
pieces of food regularly to ensure even defrosting. If the weight of the products
to be defrosted exceeds 500g, turn them over at least 2 times.

« Thin portions of the products to be defrosted should be placed closer to the
center of the plate

+ After defrosting, the middle part of the products may still be frozen. Therefore,
they should be left in the oven for a while to distribute the temperature evenly.

+ Cook defrosted products as quickly as possible.
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NOTES:
Usually defrosting takes more time than cooking the product.

Defrosting process can be considered complete if the product can be cut
with a knife.

It is not recommended to re-freeze previously defrosted products.
The following table provides reference defrosting times for various food products:

Weight Defrosting time
Meat 0.1 ~1.0 kg 1:30 ~ 26:00 min
Poultry 0.2~1.0 kg 2:30 ~ 22:00 min
Seafood 0.1 ~0.9 kg 1:30 ~ 14:00 min

MAINTENANCE

The oven should be cleaned regularly and any food deposits should be re-
moved. Failure to maintain the oven in a clean condition could lead to deteriora-
tion of the surface that could adversely affect the life of the appliance and result
in hazardous situations.

& CAUTION!
+ Unplug the power cord from the outlet before cleaning.

+ Keep the internal surfaces of the oven clean. If there are food splashes or spills
on the internal walls of the oven, wipe them with a damp cloth. If the oven is very
dirty inside, you can use a mild detergent.

+ Do not use harsh detergent, benzine, abrasive powder or wire brush to clean
any part of the appliance.

* Never remove the waveguide cover.

* When the microwave oven is used for a long time period, some strange smells
may occur in the oven. They can be eliminated in three ways”

A. Place a few lemon slices in a cup, then heat them at high power for 2-3
minutes.

B. Place a cup of red tea in the oven, then heat it at high power.
C. Put the orange peel in the oven, then heat it at high power for 1 minute.

« The outer surfaces of the oven should be washed with soapy water, then
flushed with water and wiped with a dry cloth. To avoid damage to working parts
inside the oven, do not allow water to enter air vents.

« If water has entered the control panel, wipe it off with a soft dry cloth. Do not
use aggressive or abrasive detergents to clean the control panel.
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+ The glass tray needs to be removed for cleaning from time to time. Wash the
tray with soapy water or using dishwasher.

* The roller guide and the lower contoured surface of the inner compartment
should be cleaned regularly to avoid excessive noise. Clean the lower surface of
the oven with water and mild detergent or glass cleaner and wipe dry. The roller
guide can be cleaned with soapy water.

STORAGE AND TRANSPORTATION

* The disconnected appliance should be cooled and cleaned.

+ The appliance should be stored in a box in a clean and dry room at the ambi-
ent temperature of no higher than 40°C with the relative humidity of no higher
than 70% and the absence of acid and other vapors in the environment that
adversely affect the materials of electrical appliances.

+ Do not pack the appliance, unless it is unplugged and cold.

+ Do not wrap the cord around the appliance’s body. Store the cord in a special
compartment or on the back panel.

+ At the point where the cord is connected to the appliance, there should be no
pressure on the cord, otherwise it can deform or break.

+ Keep the appliance out of the reach of children.

+ Equipment should be transported in its original package in covered vehicles
to exclude the possibility of direct exposure to precipitation and aggressive en-
vironment.
